- Program launched in 2023 and we currently
have 7/25 mobility management programs
covering 57/77 counties.
- Funding primarily coming from 5310 and
community foundation grants
- More MM programs are needed on a regional
and local level to provide more support to
communities- current model is the start of this.
- OKC starts in 7/2024!
