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PUBLIC HEALTH STATISTICS OF OKLAHOMA
BIRTHS AND DEATHS
1971

This publication contalns data relating to births, deaths,
stillbirths, marriages, and divorces for Oklahoma for the cal-
endar year 1971, as well as for earlier years. Information for
1971 is shown in the thirteen tables in the appendix, the first
of which is an historical table giving information for the years
1941-1971. The narrative portion of this bulletin points out
the most commonly used statistics.

POPULATION

The Oklahoma Employment Security Commission's Uovcwmﬁwow
estimates for July 1, 1971, were used for calculating rates.

RESIDENCE ALLOCATION

Except for Tables II and XIII in the appendix, information
in thils publication relates to the resident population regard-
less of the place of occurrence of the event. Birth, death, and
stillbirth certificates are filed in the states in which the
events occur. However, coples are returned to the state of res-
idence for statistical purposes. No such exchange is made for
marriage and divorce information. A similiar reallocation is
made to give only information on residents of the individual
counties and cities within the state.

CAUSE OF DEATH CLASSIFICATION

The Eighth Revision of the International Classification of
Disease Adapted for Use in the United States along with special

cause of death. This Revision was used for the first time in
1968. From 1958 through 1967 the Seventh Revision was used.

In changing from the Seventh to the Eighth Revision, categories
and rules for selection were changed in such a way to make it
necessary to give a comparabllity ratio for use in comparing
data classified under the different revisions. Table 3 shows
those categories with a change of 2% or greater from the pre-
vious revision.

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LIVE BIRTHS

An ever increasing per cent of births are delivered by
a physician in a hospital, indicating that each newborn is re—
ceiving better care. However, as seen in Table 4, 362 births
did not occur in a hospital, 126 of which were not delivered

by a physician.

LEADING CAUSES OF DEATH

As in past years, the leading causes of death in Okla-
homa remain 1) heart disease, 2) malignant neoplasms, 3) cere-
brovascular disease, and 4) accidents. Further detail on lead-
ing causes of death as well as information for each age group

is given in Table VII in the appendix.

Chart 3 shows that the increase in heart disease deaths is
mainly due to arteriosclerotic heart disease.
