This accounted for 42.9% of all crashes in the category of “Drug-Related Crashes.” Therefore, it was left off of the
above chart to show other contributing factors that were chosen on the crash report form. “Other Improper
Act/Movement” includes failure to signal, disregarding warning signal, improper lane use, improper backing,

sleepy driver, failure to secure load, and unknown/other movements.
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
