The notice and agenda for the meeting were publicly posted at the Oklahoma City offices of the
Commission at 11:20 a.m. January 7, 2022, by Commission employees acting under the direction
of Chairman Dana L. Murphy.

Call to Order, Announcement Concerning Public Notice and Determination of Quorum
Members present in Room 301 were Chairman Dana Murphy, Vice Chairman Bob Anthony and
Commissioner Todd Hiett. A quorum of the Commission was present. Interested parties
participated in person or by teleconference/videoconference.
