Multiple Counties — Commission Districts Il, lll & IV

Arkansas-Oklahoma Railroad rail lines: Construction funding for the installation of new railroad
Crossbuck signs and Yield signs which includes the installation of breakaway sign posts at 90 locations
throughout Latimer, LeFlore, and Pittsburg Counties in ODOT Division 2, Pottawatomie County in
ODOT Division 3, and Oklahoma County in ODOT Division 4. Total cost is $201,734.10

2. Item No. 152 - State Highway System Revisions — Mr. Swift

A) Removal of US-70B between US-70/US-271/Indian Nation Turnpike and US-70
B) Removal of US-271B between US-70/US-271 and US-70B City of Hugo

Choctaw County — District Il

This item is necessitated by the City of Hugo’s request for removal of US-70B and US-271B through
the City of Hugo in Choctaw County.

Remove from the State Highway System, a 4.80 mile stretch of roadway, known as
US-70B, beginning at the intersection of US-70 and US-271 to the intersection of
US-70. Also remove from the State Highway System, a 1.53 mile stretch of roadway,
known as US-271B, beginning at the intersection of US-70 and US-271 to the
intersection of US-70B. These portions of US-70B and US-271B will be transferred
to the appropriate local jurisdiction for further maintenance or abandonment.

In accordance with state law, a Public Removal Hearing was held August 29, 2019 at the City of
Hugo City Hall in Hugo, OK.

This revision will become effective upon approval by the State Transportation Commission,
completion of new construction and completion of certification by the Division Il Engineer that the
proposed removed roadways meet mandated criteria.

Cleveland County — District 1l — to program a project to repair vehicle impact damage to Indian Hills
Road over 1-35, located 7.4 miles north McClain County Line in Cleveland County - $50,000 - Party
responsible for the damage is unknown.
