Logon Process




So just what is this “Hosted Environment”?

For the end user (you) it is just a new way to logon to
the system you use now. (ie; SiteManager, PES, LAS)

So why are we making this change?

It is a way for ODOT to have better support for the
systems we use.



Let’s go over the steps to logon.

First thing to remember:

YOU MUST USE INTERNET EXPLORER!
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Once you open Internet Explorer:
Type in the address bar: https://odot-cs-prod.infotechfl.com

Passwords must follow the following rules:

Passwords must not contain the user's entire account name value or entire full
name value.

Passwords must be at least 8 characters and contain characters from three of
the following categories:

e Uppercase characters of European languages (A through Z, with diacritic marks, Greek
and Cyrillic characters)

* Lowercase characters of European languages (a through z, sharp-s, with diacritic marks,
Greek and Cyrillic characters)

e Base 10 digits (0 through 9)
* Non Alphanumeric characters: ~!|@#5%"&* -+="|\(){}[]:;"'<>,.?/

The password cannot be one of the last 5 passwords used
The maximum password age is 90 days



From the Change Password Screen:

Once you click the submit button
you will receive a message “Your
password is successfully updated.”
