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Executive Summary

This document summarizes the virtual public open house conducted to update the public and
present the latest information for proposed improvements on US-70 from the junction of SH-209
east approximately 5.8 miles in Choctaw County, Oklahoma. The purpose of the public open
house was to present the purpose and need for the project, the proposed improvements under
consideration for US-70 and provide an opportunity to inform and obtain input from the public.

The purpose and need of the project are to enhance safety and accommodate future traffic
growth. US 70 is part of the National Highway System (NHS) and has been identified as a
transportation improvement corridor (TIC) in the 2005-2030 Oklahoma Statewide Intermodal
Transportation Plan that provides significant movement of people and goods, connects other
principal transportation facilities. The current average annual daily traffic (AADT) count (2021)
along the referenced project extent is 6,650 vehicles per day with a projected future year (2041)
traffic volumes 9,310 vehicles per day. Truck traffic comprises approximately 16% of the current
AADT in this area. Current ODOT policy for TIC routes requires acquisition of enough right-of-
way to incorporate construction of at least four travel lanes.

The public open house was held on-line between June 29 and July 13, 2022, at
www.odot.org/US70Choctaw. The web-based format presented the purpose and need for the
project and the proposed improvements under consideration. Visitors to the website were able
to sign in, review the project background and proposed project description, view an interactive
project map, read frequently asked questions, and submit a comment.

Website Visits

Over the 14-day period the website was live, 96 unique users viewed the website. The most
viewed page, after the home page, was the interactive map with 35 views, followed by the
property acquisition and sign in/handout pages (33 views each) and project description and
project background pages (31 views each). The FAQs and comment pages had 17 and 11
views, respectively. Seven (7) people signed-in at the website, representing local constituents,
landowners, business, agencies, and tribes. Sign-in to the website, however, was not required.

Notification

Virtual public open house notification letters were mailed to 29 public officials and 24 agencies.
The Caddo Nation, Choctaw Nation, Delaware Nation, Osage Nation, Quapaw Nation, and
Wichita & Affiliated Tribes were also sent notification letters. Brochures were mailed specifically
addressed to 31 property owners and 7 utility owners within the project footprint. Additionally,
719 brochures were mailed through Every Door Direct to addresses within and surrounding the
proposed project area (Figure 1). Direct mailing of pamphlets helps to ensure that individuals
who are leasing property within the study area will get the information, as well as the property
owners receiving notification through the mail. As the postal route serves a larger area, more
people who use the US-70 roadway received the information, as well, further increasing the
opportunity for input.

Comments & Responses
Agency and Tribal comments included the following:

e The Delaware Nation requested that when the federal agency initiates the National
Historic Preservation Act Section 106 review process, their office be contacted.

e The Oklahoma Water Resources Board (OWRB) indicated that during construction, the
contractor will need a 90-day Provisional Temporary Permit for dust suppression.

o The Oklahoma Department of Tourism & Recreation determined that the project would
have no significant adverse impact to Raymond Gary Park or the park at Fort Towson.

o The Oklahoma Conservation Commission (OCC) recommended best management
plans to reduce disturbance, and thus siltation, in the creeks and erosion control plans
sufficient to minimize sedimentation impacts from construction activities outside the
stream channels. OCC also recommended minimizing changes in stream configuration
or if the streams must be manipulated, that natural designs be used to reshape and
stabilize the streams, and riparian corridor restoration by using natural design, or if this
method cannot be used, permanently protected riparian mitigation be implemented
through a conservation easement. OCC suggested that sufficient cross-sectional
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drainage area through the bridge crossings be incorporated in the design plans to allow
for maximum periodic flood drainage so that the bridges do not function as dams,
constricting flow, creating stress on banks and structures, and effectively reducing the
natural positive effects of the flood plain. OCC finally requested that following completion
of this project, the streams remain free flowing (stream slope unaffected by construction)
with naturally vegetated stable banks and with stream substrate free of excess
sedimentation from project activities.

Two (2) of the four (4) individuals that submitted comments were in favor of the proposed US-70
improvements. Two (2) individuals did not express approval or disapproval for the proposal but
requested additional information or made suggestions. No individuals expressed disapproval for
the proposed project. Comments are tabulated in Table ES-1.

Thank you for the opportunity to review this ODOT proposal as described in your letter of June 13, 2022.
A review was completed using the U.S. Department of Agriculture Soil Survey of McCurtain County and
the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service National Wetland Inventory maps. Several streams cross the proposed
project area, some with mapped riverine wetlands. Although OCC understands that ODOT will or has
already completed an environmental assessment (EA) and determine waters potentially impacted by
this project, OCC has the following general concerns. The general concerns should be addressed
throughout this project. One concern is that riparian areas will be disturbed, and siltation problems may
arise during this process. OCC is also concerned about mechanical disturbance within the stream,
whether it is simply for construction or that it involves the redirecting or “redesigning” of the channels.
Additionally, OCC is concerned that the cross-sectional area may be reduced and not allow for needed
drainage. OCC recommends plans that reduce disturbance, and thus siltation, in the creek and erosion
control plans sufficient to minimize sedimentation impacts from construction activities outside the
stream channel. OCC also recommends minimizing changes in the stream configuration (slope, width,
depth and path) or if the stream must be manipulated, natural designs be used as practicable to reshape
and stabilize the stream. Natural stabilization methods can be more economical and beneficial to the
environment than historical stabilization techniques. Restoring riparian corridors using natural design
can produce stream systems that are more stable and efficient in transporting bed load and flood flows
while providing habitat for riparian/wetland wildlife. If this method cannot be used, OCC recommends
that permanently protected riparian mitigation be implemented possibly through a conservation
easement. Tying to this recommendation, OCC suggests that sufficient cross-sectional drainage area
through the bridge crossings be incorporated in the plan to allow for maximum periodic flood drainage
so that the bridges do not function as dams, constricting flow, creating stress on banks and structures,
and effectively reducing the natural positive effects of the flood plain. OCC requests that following
completion of this project, the streams remain free flowing (stream slope unaffected by construction)
with naturally vegetated stable banks and with stream substrate free of excess sedimentation from
project activities.
