A. Brief description of the purpose of the rule: 

 

The proposed revisions will add clarification regarding the reimbursement for Private Duty 

Nursing (PDN) services, including when overtime payment is appropriate. Further revisions 

will state that overtime is only available for nursing staff who are providing services to 

members with tracheostomies or who are medically dependent on a ventilator for life support at 

least six (6) hours per day. This excludes members who are on non-invasive C-PAP or Bi-PAP 

devices only. 

 

B. A description of the classes of persons who most likely will be affected by the proposed rule, 

including classes that will bear the cost of the proposed rule, and any information on cost 

impacts received by the agency from any private or public entities: 

 

SoonerCare members who utilize PDN services will be positively affected by the proposed rule

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changes. Providers of PDN services will also be affected by the proposed rule changes.

 The proposed rule changes to allow for overtime payment will benefit SoonerCare members 

who utilize PDN services and have tracheostomies or who are medically dependent on a 

ventilator for life support at least six (6) hours per day. The proposed rule changes to allow 

overtime payment to nursing staff who render services to those aforementioned members will 

benefit providers by allowing appropriate reimbursement for the delivery of PDN services.

TITLE 317. OKLAHOMA HEALTH CARE AUTHORITY 

CHAPTER 30. MEDICAL PROVIDERS-FEE FOR SERVICE 

 

SUBCHAPTER 5. INDIVIDUAL PROVIDERS AND SPECIALITIES 

 

PART 62. PRIVATE DUTY NURSING 

 

317:30-5-561. Private duty nursing (PDN) payment rates 

(a)  All PDN services, including overtime, are reimbursed per the methodology described in the 

Oklahoma Medicaid State Plan. 

(b) Overtime payment for PDN services is only available for nursing staff who are providing 

services to members with tracheostomies or who are medically dependent on a ventilator for life 

support at least six (6) hours per day. This excludes members who are on non-invasive C-PAP or Bi-

PAP devices only.  

(c) In accordance with the Department of Fair Labor Standards Act, a worker must receive overtime 

pay for every hour that is worked over forty (40) hours in a workweek. A workweek is defined as 

any set seven (7) day period.
